The Rainy River First Nations

held their annual Powwow at
their beautiful new grounds.
There was a ceremony held on
Tuesday, June16th to open the
new grounds. 

The Powwow was also held to
honour the jingle dress. The
Mille Lacs band from the
Minnesota Reserve presented
four jingle dresses to the Rainy
River First Nations. On hand at
the presentation were: Rainy
River First Nations Chief, Jim
Leonard; Elder Willie Wilson;
Elder Annie Wilson and Rainy
River Director of Family
Services, Jim Cardy. Mille
Lacs Band dignitaries who
travelled to present the dresses
were: Mille Lacs Band District
1 Representative Sandra Blake;
Elder Panjl Gahbow; Elder
Clara Jackson; Elder Amik and
Band employee Sylvia

Villebrun. The jingle dresses
were born out of a dream and
are associated with healing.
They come in four colors; yel-
low for the morning; red for
noon; green for the afternoon
and blue for the night. The four
ladies chosen to wear the dress-
es were presented and hon-
oured at the powwow after the
grand entry, flag dance and vet-
erans dance. They are beautiful
and many chose to wear jingle
dresses during the two days of
festivities. 

The new groundsare a dream
that finally cametrue thanks to
the hard work of many. During
the powwow an honour dance
took place for those involved in
the planning and construction
of the new facility. It is indeed
a beautiful set up and as one
visitor from another First
Nations Community said "How
is anyone going to top this. I
have been all over both coun-
tries and have never seen a bet-
ter powwow grounds than this."
During Saturday evening's
event, Chief Jim Leonard
explained that the facility
stands and centre portion all
had seven sides and there were
seven rows of seating in the
bleachers. The number seven
represented the 7 reserves
amalgamated into the Rainy
River First Nations in 1915.
According to Elder, Willie
Wilson, the Ojibwa Nation is
the largest First Nations in our
country. Willie is a wealth of
information and also related
how their Senior Princess made
her own jingle dress, which as
the picture shows, she did a
beautiful job. Willie also shared
that he and his wife Carol had a
young women visiting from
Germany who was given a jin-
gle dress as a gift. She not only
wore it, but danced with the
other women dancers through-
out the day. 

There were 250 dancers who
participated in this year's
Powwow and over 30 drum
groups. They came from South
Carolina, Albuquerque, New
Mexico, Saskatchewan,
Manitoba, Minnesota and from
all over Ontario, including
many from the local area. 

Junior Royalty who were
introduced to the crowds
attending were: Mini Princess
(1-6 yrs old) Andie Faye
Hunter; Jr. Princess (7-12 years
old) Destiny Sadwassa; Sr.
Princess (13-18 years old)
Sheena DeBungee; Mini Brave
(1-6 yrs old) Ethan Cochrane
and Jr. Brave (7-12 yrs old)
Kristian Windego. 

There was also a little compe-

tition with breakfast this year.
Saturday morning belonged to
the women of the community
and Sunday belonged to the
men. They were looking at who
would be the next great chef.
Although the winner's names
haven't been revealed yet, it
was passed on that the men
must have won because, after
all, they were working and
cooking on Father's Day.
